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Essential Question: Who am I?


Course  Objectives
Students will:

· Read and analyze literature of all genres.
· Define and recognize literary terms.
· Interpret themes found in literature and relate them to the modern world.
· Recognize and analyze the relationships between literature and the social and cultural conditions by which it is influenced.
· Assess literary works in terms of their value to a literate society.
· Enhance spelling and grammatical skills and incorporate into writing.
· Enhance vocabulary and incorporate into mature verbal expression.
· Write creatively and analytically applying themes, literary terms, grammar, and proper mechanics in the writing process.
· Write utilizing a range of appropriate strategies, such as providing facts, details, description, narrative, comparing and contrasting claims or assertions

· Write expository literary essays and narratives.
· Demonstrate command of text and sentence structure through varied vocabulary and sentence lengths, parallel sentence structure, and paragraph organization appropriate to purpose.
· Demonstrate understanding and command of standard English usage: nouns and verbs; complete and simple sentences; subjects and predicates; adjectives, adverbs, articles, prepositions, and coordinating and subordinating conjunctions; direct and indirect objects; predicate adjectives and nouns; verbals, gerunds, and infinitives.
· Demonstrate proficiency on a multi-paragraph literary analysis of a core text (Night), using MLA formatting requirements.
· Deliver an oral presentation (introducing a classmate), using a variety of strategies of address to engage the audience (eye contact, rate, volume, etc.).
· Assess the quality of her/his own work and the work of peers.
