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SENIOR EXIT PRESENTATION: FORMAT/GUIDELINES

PRESENTATION FORMAT
1. Introduction (2 minutes)

· The student formally introduces himself/herself to the committee.

2. Student Oral Presentation (10 minutes)

1. The student speaks to the committee regarding his/her portfolio which includes: 

a. A review of the 4 submissions (SLE 1, SLE 2, a 3rd academic and one SLE 5, SLE 6 or SLE 7
i. All 4 submissions match the Summative Reflection

b. One submission is presented with a visual or audio representation
c. One book from the book list is presented

d. Accomplishments and challenges

e. Future plans/conclusion statement

3. Committee Questions (10 minutes)

a. Committee follows up with clarifying and probing questions 
4. Committee Conference (3 minutes)
a. Student is asked to leave the room while the committee reviews the Senior Exit Presentation Rubric and evaluates the student’s presentation.

5. Closure ( 5 minutes)

a. Student reenters the room and is given the results of the committee’s evaluation.  In the event that the student does not meet the standard for a proficient presentation the committee will provide specific feedback.  A second presentation will be scheduled in the near future with the same committee. 

The entire presentation should last no longer than 30 minutes.

Your presentation should answer the following questions for each of the three Academic submissions 
1. Why did you pick this assignment rather than others in your portfolio?

2. Does this assignment qualify as your best work, if so explain why?  OR

      Does this assignment show evidence of your academic growth, if so explain why?  OR

      Did you take a risk when completing this assignment, if so explain how?

3. How does the assignment illustrate your ability to demonstrate an understanding of the      academic SLE?  Please give specific examples from the assignment. 
Hint:

· If possible try to link the three academic assignments together in some way.  

· If your visual/audio is related to an academic submission weave it into this part of the presentation, if not weave it later into the civic or social submission. 
· Remember to be clear and give specific examples from the assignment, do not be vague.  

REFLECTIVE BOOK:

1.  Present the book that you picked from your book list by providing the title, author and genre.

2.  Explain why you chose this book rather than on of the others.

3.  How has this book influence you?  Make a connection to yourself, another book or an event.

CIVIC OR SOCIAL SUBMISSION
4. Why did you pick this assignment rather than others in your portfolio?

5. Does this assignment qualify as your best work, if so explain why?  OR

      Does this assignment show evidence of your academic growth, if so explain why?  OR

      Did you take a risk when completing this assignment, if so explain how?

6. How does the assignment illustrate your ability to demonstrate an understanding of the      civic or social SLE?  Please give specific examples from the assignment. 

7. What question did this work provoke and how might you continue your investigation in the future?  OR
      Describe something that you learned about yourself through completing this assignment.  OR

      What was the most useful or meaningful lesson learned through completing this assignment. 

CHALLENGES AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS
1. What challenge(s) you have faced over the past four years.

2.  What accomplishment(s) have you completed over the past four years?

Hint:  This is your chance to shine.  If you played a sport, participated in the music program, completed four years of Art class, participated in a school extra curricular activity, planned the prom, created the movie for Escapades, you name it.  Talk about it!
CONCLUDING STATEMENT
1.  What are your plans for the future?

2.  What “life lessons” have you learned during your time at SKHS and what will you take with 

      you into the future? 

Hint:  

Future does not mean 20 years from now, think more of the immediate future, though you may wish to speak of your long range plans if you have one.  

At the end of your presentation say “Thank you for listening to my presentation”.  This statement provides natural closure and the committee knows you have finished. 
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
