DISTRIBUTION: The funds will be distributed directly to the recipient upon
submittal of a paid bill showing attendance at a college, university, or vocational school.

RECIPIENT SELECTION: South Kingstown Parks and Recreation Department staff
will be responsible for reviewing applications and notifying applicants if interviews are
required. The staff will recommend a finalist to the Friends of South Kingstown Parks
and Recreation Department and the South Kingstown Recreation Commission.
