David Taton Memorial Scholarship

This scholarship, sponsored by the Rhode Island State Council, Society for Human Resource Management, will be awarded to a deserving student who meets two criteria.  First, the student will have participated in a school to career program such as a job shadow, internship, or part time employment relating to career choice, during high school.  Second, the proceeds of the scholarship must be used to further the student’s training or education to prepare for specific employment or career opportunities.  The emphasis of the scholarship is to provide access to post secondary training or education not typically supported by other scholarship opportunities such as technical or vocational training. Particular consideration will be given to students seeking education or training not part of a degree program. 

The deadline for applications is April 30, 2012, with the scholarship to be awarded in May 2012.  This is a one time, non-renewable scholarship, but opportunities for additional students will be available in subsequent years. Proceeds of the scholarship should be used within 1 year.
