Four Academic Student Learning Expectations – A1, A2, A3 and A4

· A1 provides evidence demonstrating how students think critically, analyze and problem solve
· 6 submissions
· A2 provides evidence of how students communicate effectively through reading, writing and speaking
· 6 submissions

With an annotated list of 10 books read during high school 
· A3 is technology literacy

· 4 submissions

· A4 is the fine arts proficiency

· One semester class with work demonstrating proficiency

Two Civic Student Learning Expectations – C5 and C6
· C5 provides evidence of how students recognize diversity and the rights of others in various communities

· 1 submission
· C6 provides evidence of how students act responsibly with respect to political, environmental, social and economic issues

· 1 submission

· May use community service
Two Social Student Learning Expectations – S7 and S8
· S7 provides evidence of students appropriate choices affecting their physical, social and emotional well being

· 1 submission

· S8 Students create and manage their portfolio and develop an Individual Learning Plan (ILP)
· Complete ILP

· Two recommendations from adults in the school community

Senior Summative essay and oral presentation winter of senior year
2. CCAs -Comprehensive Course Assessments 
· Performance based section of the final exam (may be revised)
· Submit 2 proficient CCAs each from Math, ELA, Science and Social Studies over the four years, 8 total. A rubric score of 3 = proficient
3. NECAP - State Test    (Math and Reading ≥ 2, partially proficient or better)     
a. A progress plan will be created for each student who does not meet the minimum proficiency 

· Students will retake the NECAP senior year if needed
NECAP tests – students who meet the proficiency (≥ 3) in math, writing and/or science     

             may replace one assignment in the appropriate SLE.  
             A score of 3 or better also replaces a math, ELA and/or science CCA
